“"Here itself we are inclined to deal with the
question as to seats allocated for Non-Resident
Indians ('NRI', for short) or NRI seats. It is
common knowledge that some of the institutions
grant admissions to a certain number of
students under such quota by charging a higher
amount of fee. In fact, the term 'NRI' in
relation to admissions is a misnomer. By and
large, we have noticed in cases after cases
coming to this Court, neither the students who
get admissions under this category nor their
parents are NRIs. In effect and reality, under
this cateqgory, less meritorious students, but
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
